With regard to the period of enrollment, if the student is deemed to have achieved excellent results in the course,
it shall be sufficient to enroll in the course for a period of not less than a year.

Special Exception for Teaching Methods Based on Article 14 of the Standards

To facilitate undergraduate learning, there is an exception to teaching methods based on Article 14 of the
Standards for Establishment of Graduate Schools.
Reference; Article 14 of the Standards for Establishment of Graduate Schools (excerpt from MEXT Ordinance
No. 28 of 1974)
Article 14. In the course of a graduate school, education may be provided at night or by other appropriate

methods such as providing classes or research guidance at specified times when it is deemed to be particularly
necessary for education.

At this Graduate School, the following classes are provided to applicants under the Article 14 exception.
However, even in the case of this exception, it is necessary for students who have been granted such an
exception to be able to attend the course at the date and time specified for the lectures, etc., as designated by
the Graduate School.

2. Some classes have intensive lectures.

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4 . Ifyou are a student under the Article 14 exception and wish to have a class form other than the above, please
consult your prospective supervisor. In some cases, however, the lesson format may not be in keeping with
your preference. In this case, the study period may exceed 3 years.

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Graduate Course Guide

Graduate Course of Nursing Science

Instead of focusing on concepts that conflict with disease or disability, we study health continuity across the life
cycle, that is, from birth to death, and support healthy living, while helping people adapt to their environment.

Departments consists of health phenomena related to psychology, the environment, and society, from the
viewpoint of the life cycle and the environment, as well as from the perspective of health impairment. The
government will elucidate practices from both perspectives and will provide education and conduct research aimed
at developing human resources capable of scientific thinking, comprehensive judgment, and problem solving toward
the establishment of theories and practical methods.

In the Field of Chronic Care and Wound Management Nursing, we conduct research aimed at elucidating or
theorizing nursing techniques for patients and families with lifestyle-related diseases and chronic or terminal
diseases, as well as developing programs involving theoretical creation and teaching and research evaluation
methods. In the field of wound nursing technology, we conduct research aimed at developing nursing techniques
and equipment for people with acute and chronic wounds.

In the Field of Gerontological, Rehabilitation and Mental Health Nursing, senior rehabilitation nursing students
conduct research aimed at developing nursing techniques and fall prevention programs for senior citizens and their
families, elucidating risk management, and creating theory. In the field of psychological nursing, they conduct
research aimed at elucidating and developing nursing techniques related to mental health for people of all ages, as
well as independence support programs and system development.

In the Field of Women's Health and Environmental Child Development, studies will focus on education and
system development for the management of women's mental and physical health, and research will be conducted
on the development of mental and physical health management and midwifery checkups during midwifery and
perinatal periods. Research will also be conducted on the formation and improvement of the lifestyle habits of
parents and children living in the community, environmental issues related to maternal—child relations and
developmental security, the evaluation of influential factors and the development of intervention methods, and the
improvement of quality of life for children with chronic illness at home.

In the Field of Public Health and Home Care Nursing, research will be conducted on the construction and
deployment of home care management for the elderly requiring long-term care and their families, the formation and
coordination of local care skills to support home care, and health promotion in local communities within the aged
society.

Based on the study results, the government will conduct international and interdisciplinary education and research
to foster researchers and nursing educators who can lead basic and advanced research on a global scale, with the
aim of further developing highly specialized methods and theories.

Graduate Course of Medical Science and Technology

Progress regarding the state-of-the-art technology of medical testing (clinic and radiation testing) information,
genetics treatment technology, and high-energy quantum treatment technology plays a major role in preventing,
diagnosing, and treating diseases. Research and development of these state-of-the-art medical technologies have
become indispensable for the development of medicine and medical care. This course aims to establish and develop
the technical system of the new academic field known as medical science and technology. Through academic studies
in this field, we will train advanced medical professionals, educators, and researchers, ultimately producing leaders

in medical science.
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Medical technology continues to develop at a high level, but the situation is also changing, with numerous
problems arising, such as the advent of an aging society, changes in the structure of diseases, and global
environmental changes. Medical care must respond quickly to these changes. While responding, we must strive to
further improve the results of diagnostics and treatment. Against this backdrop, it is important to develop human
resources with comprehensive knowledge, skills, and judgment. In addition, there is an urgent need to train
educators, researchers, and specialist engineers who have the necessary abilities to develop such human resources
and play a leading role. "It is thought that what we have learned from ‘medical science and technology’ in general
will play its role."

In the Doctoral Level Section of Integrated Course, based on the problem-solving methods learned in the Master’s
Level Section of Integrated Course, the perspective of medical technicians. In this regard, we are cultivating the
ability to promote the construction and application of new theories of advanced technologies. Upon completion, I
will finish my research paper on medical science. Research themes range from medical imaging technology based
on quantum phenomena such as ionizing radiation, radioactive isotopes, and magnetic resonance, to medical
treatment technology and clinical testing technology for examining tissues, cells, and biomolecules in the body,
genetic diagnostic technology, molecular biology, and biomedical technology, as well as measurement and testing
technology for analyzing biometric information that combines medical engineering and cutting-edge technological
methods. Through these research activities, we will train educators and researchers in medical science who can play
an active role on the front line. We will also actively engage in industry—academia—government joint research
projects, for example, to develop and research analytical technologies using information science equipment by using
light, radiation, electromagnetic waves, and ultrasonic waves to accurately grasp biological information. We will
also promote interdisciplinary research based on medical applications such as state-of-the-art quantum science,
information science, molecular biology, genetic engineering, and human mechanics.

We believe that graduates of the Graduate Course of Medical Science and Technology (Doctoral Level Section
of Integrated Course) will further develop the medical science academic system in the interest of all people’s medical

care, health, and welfare.

Graduate Course of Rehabilitation Science

Given the rapidly aging society and the recent advancements in medical technology, the number of patients with
more diverse and complex disabilities is increasing. Furthermore, due to the introduction of the long-term care
insurance system and the increase in the number of health care facilities for the elderly, the demand for physical and
occupational therapists is increasing. In order to meet these social needs, it is of course necessary to develop human
resources with superior knowledge and skills in the field of rehabilitation science. However, there is an urgent need
to train educators, researchers, and specialist engineers who possess the advanced knowledge and skills necessary
for such human resource development and can play a leading role. However, rehabilitation science centering on
physical and occupational therapy has a relatively short history, and there are few educational institutions (graduate
schools) that provide advanced education and conduct related research nationwide. It is difficult to judge the
sufficiency of not only basic research, but also the acquisition, development, and research of advanced clinical

technologies.
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Based on the understanding of the present situation as described above, the Doctoral Level Section of Integrated
Course in the Graduate Course of Rehabilitation Science promotes basic and pioneering academic research on the
development of rehabilitation technologies that can realize a dignified life and improve quality of life, such as
evaluating and analyzing motion impairments and high-order cerebral dysfunction, based on medical science
(evidence-based medicine [EBM]) and the facts accumulated from basic research, clarifying the causes of
disabilities and disease conditions, and developing prevention and treatment methods as well as advanced methods
of medical treatment to enable recovery from disabilities and self-reliance. We will also conduct research and other
activities to develop welfare equipment based on rehabilitation science, so that people with disabilities can enjoy
barrier-free lifestyles. Furthermore, we will attempt to construct a new concept of rehabilitation science. Through
these efforts, the goal in this area is to train highly specialized professionals and outstanding educators and
researchers.

This course consists of two departments: Department of Physical Therapy and Department of Occupational

Therapy.
